The CBT Cognitive Behavioural Therapy Diploma Course

For those who are participating in higher education through the OCNSWR, this CBT course provides Level 3, 6 Credits. Besides taking the CBT Diploma Exam, the student will need to complete the OCN Assessment. This costs £20 and eventually sent to the OCNSWR. The course evaluation is assessed by the tutor, then forwarded to an internal validator, and often an external validator and then conveyed to the OCN for final accreditation.

This flexible approach enables learners to achieve in incremental steps, therefore ensuring a higher ultimate success rate.

Units covered by learners can be combined into different sizes of qualifications – Awards, Certificates and Diplomas. Using this method enables you to build a qualification that meets your learners' needs and offer learners the opportunity to gain credit for their achievement from small steps to full sized Diplomas.

Qualifications are offered from Entry level to Level 3 and can form the basis of return to learn courses, Pre-Access, full Level 2 Diplomas and, for example, specialist courses in employability skills, languages, skills for life and functional skills.

The Regulatory Context.
Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA)
QCA is a non-departmental public body, sponsored by the Department of Education and Skills (DfES). QCA maintains and develops the national curriculum and associated assessments, tests and examinations, and accredits and monitors qualifications in colleges and at work.

 

National Open College Network (NOCN)

The national organisation that coordinates OCNs and licence come from the QCA and is discharged through the regional OCNs.

 

Accrediting Bodies.

Organisations licensed to recognise achievement of learning and to issue credits accordingly. OCNSWR is an Accrediting Body for local and national provision.

 

Awarding Bodies.

Organisations licensed to recognise achievement of qualifications within the National Qualifications Framework (NQF). NOCN ia an Awarding Body for Vocationally Related Qualifications and Progression Qualifications.

 

Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education (QAA).

QAA is an independent body established in 1997 and funded by the Higher Education (HE) sector. Its responsibility is to safeguard the standards of HE qualifications, to encourage continuous improvement in the quality of HE, and to monitor and license Access to HE provision.

 

Access Validating Agencies (AVA).

Organisations licensed by the QAA to award Access to Higher Education Certificate. OCNSWR (South West Region) is an AVA.

　
Qualifications and Credit Framework QCF (previously The Framework For Achievement (FfA).

The QCF will be a unit-based qualification framework underpinned by a system of credit accumulation and transfer. Designed to recognise a wider range of leaner achievements than the National Qualifications Framework (NQF), it will be underpinned by a credit system that recognises achievement of units and qualifications.
